Thank you for choosing to build your new home with Robert Williamson Homes, LLC.  It is our goal to facilitate the design and construction of your dream home, and this document is step one of that process.  Below you will find a guideline for making some of the decisions on your new home.  We have listed the selections chronologically.

To ensure your satisfaction, it is important that you carefully read this entire document.
REMEMBER:

· When meeting with the listed vendors:

· It is best to always call for an appointment.

· Take a copy of your contract allowances and plan with you.

· As you make your selections, fax a copy of the details to the fax number above. 
1. EXTERIOR:

· Who to speak to:  

· Theo Harness, Towne Mill’s Architectural Control.

· Why speak to Theo: 

· He must sign off on all exterior elements of the home including the basic design and also color selections such as brick, stucco, roof and exterior paint.  

· What he has and what you should bring: 
· Theo has brick, roof and paint colors in his office and can be a great help in tying everything together for the look you want. It may be helpful for you to write down addresses of other homes, preferably in TowneMill, that have exterior selections that you like. Take these addresses, as well as photos if you like, to your meeting with Theo.
· When and Where? : 
· Theo works by appointments on Tuesdays and Thursdays in the TowneMill Sales Center. The receptionist or a sales agent can make the appointment for you. 
· Remember your exterior selections are the first thing to do, so meet with Theo as soon as possible.

**Note: Not all brick, stone and mortar colors are the same price and some brick may not be readily available. After selecting, fax a copy of the selection sheet to Robert Williamson Homes, LLC office and we will check pricing and availability.

· After you have selected your cabinets you should set an appointment with Greg Mullinax to walk through your house and discus electrical outlet placement and the type of security or home sound system you would like to have. 
· You should also be planning your lighting selections at this time.  Fixtures can be selected later, but placement and the addition of lights is planned at this stage of the construction

5. HEATING AND AIR CONDITIONING 

· You will need to plan your heating and air conditioning needs and want to discuss SEER upgrades, air filtering systems, humidifiers, etc.

11. PAINT:

· Visit any Duron or Sherwin Williams paint store for samples. 
· At this time (06/06) Duron is preferred because it touches up better. 
· Our standard color for the ceilings is Duron “Ceiling White”, Flat and the molding is Duron “Antique White”, Semi-Gloss Enamel. 
· The wall paint must be flat, because the eggshell and non-flat paints do not touchup and require extra coats of paint. 
· Drywall blemishes are much more likely to show up and our drywall subcontractor will not warrant their work if an eggshell or gloss paint is applied.
· It is a good idea to purchase a quart of your wall paint and an inexpensive brush, take them to your new home and put some samples on the wall. This is much better than selecting from the small paint chips in the store. 
· Choosing more than one interior wall color is usually a $250/color upgrade, but may be more if the color requires several coats or two colors are used in the same room.
